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Academic Eligibility

In order to participate in band or guard activities, the student must maintain a cumulative G.P.A.
of 2.0 or higher. Any student whose points drop below 70, may be suspended from band
activities and becomes ineligible for awards. Students must attend school at least a Y2 day on the
day of, or the last rehearsal day before a performance. Students must attend the last rehearsal
before a performance to be eligible to perform. Ineligible Students may not participate in
performances. They must attend band rehearsals or do alternate work, as approved by the
Director. They are to attend performances, sit in the stands, and help with equipment. This
program runs for the full year. Considering the level of commitment required, participation in
other cocurricular or extra-curricular activities might have to be limited.
